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Abstract

To understand the growth pattern of different regions study of regional planning is an

important aspect. This research has been conducted to study the urban growth pattern in all the

tahsils of Jalgaon district of Maharashtra. Among various techniques of regional planning

e Location Quotient method has been used for this study based on Level of Urbanization for five

indicators of urban area. These indicators are literacy rate, business as main source of income.
availability of electricity, sanitary facility and presence of pucca structures. Various analyses
have been conducted to identify the advanced and lagging tahsils with respect to the district
urbanization level. Then the similar tahsils have been greuped into five regions. The regions
have been namely very poorly urbanized, poorty urbanizﬂ,"moderately urbanized, urbanized and
highly urbanized regions. After that inter regional aﬂdﬁﬁr\'g-regional analyses have been done
based on these indicators to study the disparities in the rc&ms as well as the tahsils. Then
interpretation of such disparities have been tried to investigate. Several maps and graphs have
been prepared to show the regionally diversitied areas. Finally major findings of the study have

been identified which helped to interpret the trend of regional disparities among the regions.
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Introduction !

Urbanization is now a burning issue in all over the world and it related with many things
all together. Urbanization is regarded as one of the key dimensions of the process of socio-
economic development. It is a multifaceted process. it is a necessary condition for economic
development, because economies of scale and of agglomeration in the urban areas make possible
economic development through industrialization. India is at accelerating stage of the process of
urbanization. In the current paper Jalgaon district, an Indian district, which was one of the most
urbanized dist.rict of Maharashtra before independence, has been taken as unit of the study. Still
the district of Jalgaon is one of leading urban district of Maharashtra with 31.74 % of the total
population residing in various urban areas.

India is one of the developing countries of South Asia and it is divided into 600 districts
out of which Jalgaon district is one of the urbanized district. Moreover, various facilities are
concentrated disproportionately rather than to an equitable manner. This causes disparity in the
industrial development too. RegiohaI: planning has various techniques of delineating regions. In
the context of this study Location Quotient method can be a useful tool to analyse the disparities
in the districts based on indicators of an urban area.

Objectives
1. To delineate the regions based on location quotient and find out the reasons of a
region’s development.
2. To analyse the data collected from secondary sources on the basis of 5 particular

parameters: Business as main source of income, literacy rate, electricity connection,

sanitary facility and pucca structure.

The Study Area

The region selected for the study is Jalgaon district of Maharashtra State. In Jalgaon
istrict there are 15 tahsils these are selecigd for the present study. Looking into its delicate

ecology and poor socio- economy, the study region is one. of the most vulnerable regions of

Maharashtra State. The topography o

d

the region is hilly, plateau, undulating and rolling. It

covers an arca of about 11765.00 km?. It lies between 20°11” to 21°13’ North latitudes and

74°46’ to 76"24" East longitudes (Fig.1). Average rainfall is 682.8 mm in the said area. Also
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temperature and relative humidity varies 18°C to 35°C and 45 % to 72 % over the years

respectively.

Data base and Methodology

Five indicators of urban area namely Business as main source of income, literacy rate,
electricity connection, sanitary facility and pucca structure have been selected as parameters for
identitication of urbanization. Data regarding census, urban population like tahsil wise urban,
rural population, have been collected from Census handbook of Jalgaon district 2011. Combining
all the analysis, major findings and recommendations, the report has been prepared with relevant
graphs, tables and photography. Urbanization is measured in terms of level of urbanization.

Level of urbanization = (Urban population/Total population)*100

The procedure for calculating LQ values based on urbanization level for all tahsils 1s
given below:

Regionalization

Regionalization is the process of delineating regions. Regionalization means the grouping
of some unit based on some criteria which form a homogenous region. The factors of a region
must be different than factors of other regions. There are many criteria and techniques to
delineate a region.
Data Analysis

Analysis of tahsils in terms of Level of Urbanization and Location Quotient Jalgaon
district is a developing district. It is divided into 15 tahsils. The Level of urbanization in these
tahsils is different. In comparison with the national progress the LQ of the tahsils are also
different. Table - 1 shows the top 4 and bottom 4 tahsils in terms of their level of urbanization
and L.Q. The scenario of 2011 shows that, being the tahsils of Jalgaon district Maharashtra State,
has the benefit of having many facilities. It has good housing, education, health and economic etc
facilities. Bhusawal and Jalgaon tahsils also have become very urbanized as a result of spread
effect of Amalner. Chalisgaon has become another important tahsils for its business facility
through its changing agriculture. On the other hand, Bodwad and Jamner could not urbanize
much because of its remoteness characteristics.

Regionalization of Jalgaon District

Jalgaon district is still a relatively less urbanized district compared to other district of
Maharasitr.. However, the Jalgaon district experienced a remarkable rate of urban growth both

In terms of urban population and urban centres immediately after its evolution. But this growth is

not even in all the tahsils (Table 1). To understand the regional disparity in the districts location

quotient method has been applied by using level of urbanization data. For simplification,

Location Quotient values have been classified in to five categories.
Each of these categories is identified as g different region. These are Very Poorly
Urbanized. Poor, Moderate, U '

1ghly Urbanized region. A table below shows the
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distribution of the tahsils ot Jalgaon district into these 5 regions. It can be seen from the chart

that, “Poorly Urbanized” region has the most number of tahsils and it occupies 46.67% of the

total Jalgaon district. This region is less developed and it also lags behind in respect to the

district level of urbanization. Agriculture is the main

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Occupation of these tahsils and availability of services are very poor. The “Very Poorly
Urbanized” region is less developed than the Poorly Urbanized region due to the remoteness and
lack of facilities. “Urbanized” region mainly include along the river valley tracts. The principal
reason behind the improvement of river valley tracts in the level of urbanization is due to the
development of river valley areas into urban localities. “Highly Urbanized” regions are very few
in number which include Bhusawal and Jalgaon Tahsils (Table 1&, 2).

Analysis of LQ With Indicators of Urban Area

Comparison of Indicators in Very Poorly Urbanized Region: Literacy rate is higher in
all its tahsils because Jalgaon district government implemented education program for all tahsils.
Pucca structures are rare in Jamner, Bodwad and Muktainagar tahsils have very poorly

urbanized. It is because of they located near the Plateau and hilly area.

. Comparison of Indicators in Poorly Urbanized Regions: Bodwad, Jamner and
Muktainagar tahsils have the low percentage of literacy, sanitary, electricity, and
business involvement. It is because of these are situated at the remote places of the
southeast and northeast part of the study area and people are not that much aware about
the hygiene.

e Comparison of Indicators in Moderately Urbanized Regions: Erandol, Dharangaon,
Parola, Pachora, Bhadgaon Yawal and Chopda tahsils have moderately urbanized and
all of these have moderate business involvement and sanitary facility. These tahsils
have more electricity and literacy facilities than other tahsils because the
communication system of these tahsils is very good (Fig. 3, 4). It is because of many
major educational institutes, are located here, being the divisional headquarter.

e  Comparison of Indicators in Highly Urbanized Regions: Jalgaon tahsil has the
highest electricity and sanitation facility because it is the district head quarter of
Jalgaon district and” is very Wéll connected to the rest of the other district in

Maharashtra. Its literacy rate is higher than others because most of the reputed

educational

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Centres are located here. Bhusawal has next highest involvement in business after
Jalgaon because it ts a centre of business, (Fig.3, 4).

Major Findings
Level of urbanization is not same in all the tahsils. Jamner could not urbanize much

because of its remoteness characteristics "_teracy rate is not influenced by the level of
s hts, o\
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urbanization. Because of the presence of hilly tracts in urbanized region (Jamner, Bodwad and

Muktainagar tahsils) the electricity connection is poor.

Conclusion
Regional disparities mainly reflect differences in overall prosperity among the regions.

Urbanization level is not uniform among all the tahsils of Jalgaon district. So development is not
uniform among the regions. Some regions are always found out to be less privileged than the
others. The reasons behind the regional disparity may be economic, social, and cultural factors in
the region. Sustainable balance can be only obtained by gaining economic opportunity, providing
urban facilities. Effective government policies can provide such opportunities to enhance
balanced economic development and ensuring equity in development program among the all
regions.
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Hot Springs: Classification and Situation in India.

Introduction: .

Aot spring is which is produced by the emergence of geothermally heated groundwater that
is from the Earth's crust. While some of these springs have water, quite safe for bathing, while others
are too hog to help the body, they may also resultin severe injury.

‘ All over the earth, there is hot water spring on every water place. The water coming froma
hot spring which is heated by geothermal heat, i.e., heat from the earth's interior. In general, the
temperature of rocks within the earth heightens with depth. The rate of temperature heightens with
depth is called as the geothermal gradient. If water percolates deeply enough into the crust, it will be
heated as it comes into contact with hot rocks. The water from hot springs in non-volcanic areas is
heated in this manner. In volcanic zones, such as, Yellowstone National Park, water may be heated by
coming into contact with magma (molten rock). If the water becomes so hot that it builds steam
pressure and erupts in a jet above the surface of the earth, it is called a Geyser. And when the water only
reaches the surface as the, it is called Fumaroles. If the water is mingling of mud and clay, itiscalleda
Mud pot. . ‘

Hot springs range in flow rate from the tiniest "seeps" to variable rivers of hot water.
Sometimes, there is enough pressure that the water shoots upward in a geyser, or fountain. Heated
water can hold more dissolved solids, warm and especially hot springs also often have a very high
mineral content, containing everything from simple calcium to lithium, and even radium, because of
both the folklore and the claimed medical value some of these springs have, they are often popular
tourist destinations, and locations for rehabilitation clinics for those with disabilities. :
Classification of Thermal springs: -

There were various types of thermal springs. The base of classification is according to the
origin of springs, and some on physical properties such as flow rate or temperature. However some are
classified according to morphological criteria, phylentic type, chemical composition or combination
of these. According to the temperature the thermal waters could classify like: i) Coldless than 20°C, ii)
Hypothermel- between 20-30°C, iii) Mesothermal- between 30- 40°C and iv) Hyperthermal- more
than 40°C (Amador, 2001). According to the Vouk ( 1923) classify springs according to temperature in
an arbitrary manneri) Hypothermal (cold)- Below 18 °C, ii) Chliarothcrmal (tepid)- 18-30 °C, iii)
Euthermal (warm)- 30-50°C, iv) Acrothermal (hot)- 50-70 °C, and v) Hyperthermal (steaming)- 70 °C
or higher. Another classification origin of temperature, there are two main types of hot springs, a)
Heterothermal, the variation of temperature changes daily and seasondlly; b) Homothermal, the
variation of temperature is negligible both daily and seasonally. On the basis of morphological criteria
(Schwabe, 1936; Tuxen, 1944) they are divided in to two hot springs, namely i) Limnotherm- a hot
spring having a basin at the head, where surfacing waters collect prior to spilling over; and i)

Rheotherm- a hot spring where there is no collecting basin at the head. The water flows immediately
away from the head, as on slope. Yoneda (1925) classified the various hot springs of Japan on the basis
of algal flora in 5 types; i) Synechococcus type, i) Cyanidium type, iii) Mastigocladus type, i)
Oscillatoria type and v) Phormidium type.

In Maharashtra, west coast has near about 60 springs and to note that temperature of these 60
hot springs ranges between 337C w the boifing point of the water al that height. Qut of sixty about 18

hot springs are spread over a linear stretch of nearly 300 km and width of 20 to 30 km, trending NNW-
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SSE, Sahyadri mountain range constituting part of the Western Ghats whose western limit is

demarcated by the Arabian Sea coast line. Surprising in Ratnagiri district, almost ten thermal springs.

The area under investigation is thermal springs of Konkan region. This area has largely unexplored

prior 1o tne investigation. A present investigatuon was thererore underiaken four thermal springs viz.,

Palvani Unhavre (Tamhane-52.3°C). Vakvali Unhavre (Khed-71 °C), Khed (33 °C) and Aravli (42

°C). The same as a detailed study of physico-chemical parameters and algal flora along the hot springs

gradient of Ratnagiri district of Maharashtra.

Major Hot Springs in India:

Hot springs in India are the preserved secrets of nature as well as are found mention in the

Indian mythology and are treasured as religious heritage. These hot springs are now become as bath

houses near temples and in other places, they flow their natural path. While some of these sites are

Manikaran takes one through the beautiful trail in the Himalayas to the Shiva Temple in
Kheerganga. This beautiful hot spring destination of India indeed promises the best
rejuvenating expenence 1o tired hikers on reaching the hilitop.

2. Kasol, hippie town of hot springs- There are hot springs in this little hippie town in the Parvati
Valley which is yei to unnoticed by travelers. Cross the bridge to Chalal and on the riverside
one finds hot springs flowing parallel to the Parvati river.

3. in Nubra Valley- Panamik hot water spring which is 10442 feet high from sea level is known
for medicinal properties. Even villages residing in vicinity of Nubra arrive and take dip
regularly northern most positions of makes Panamik is also a stopover for travelers who pass
through this challenging terrain.

- Chumthang in Leh District- This hot spring destination in India is definitely a life time feast

for travelers. Chumthang would give you a uniquc hot water bathing experience on the Indus

riverside.

Manikaran Sahib in Parvati Valley- Manikaran is a celebrated pilgrimage for the people of

Hindu and SiKn belieT sysiems. Tais 1S the spot where hundreds of Sixh piigrims cheernng on

the bus and motorcycles. In the Hindu belief system, Manikaran is a sacred spot where Manu

recreated humanlifeafter the flood.

6. Vashisht, the utopian village of Himachal Pradesh- This small village in the bank of river Ravi
is like a ideal village which is hidden from the world tounists. This hot water brook is said to
have medicinal and healing effects. Due to the religious and mythological importance of the
village, itis one of the famous hot springs in India.

. .Tattapani on the bank of river Satluj- On the bank of river Satluj, this Himalayan town is
famous for the hot sulphur springs. For years the locals have believed that the water of these
springs has miraculous properties and provides relief from joint pains, fatigue and stress.

8. Gaurikund and Suryakund in Uttarakhand- a village situated almost 2000mts above sea level.
On the trek to the holy shrine of Kedarnath. Gaurikund is also popular owing to the natural
thermal spring in this village which was destroyed alter the recent earthquake in the areabut a
smaii stream stili Tiow througa the village. dome 1o a numerous not water springs in india, the
Garhwal region of Uttarakhand has yet another hotspring near the Yamunotri temple.

Major Hot Springs in Maharashtra

1. Vajreshwari- The original temple of Vajreshwari was at Gunj - five miles north of Vadavli. It
was moved to Vadvali after its destruction by the Portuguese. Vajreshwari is at the foot of

W
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Mandakini Mountain, which was formed out of a volcanic eruption and it is this proximity
that accounts for the many hot springs in this region. There exist several hot springs hére.

[t is reported that there are around twenty-one hot water springs, just within a five-
kilometer radius of the temple. The temperature of the water in the springs ranges from43 Cto
49 C .The Tansa River flows through here, rich with its hot walers.. Into most of the springs
the locals will jump at once until first they have bathed in the cooler springs. A couple of tanks
in front of a Shiva temple trap the water of seven of the hot water springs. Because the waters
are laden with minerals, the water appears blackish.

Akloli Kund- From Vajeshwari one can walk easily to Akloli village, about a kilometre
ahead. The springs there are in a wide pleasant valley, clustered round a temple of
Rameshwar. Therefore they are called the Rameshwar hot springs. The waters have been
gathered into cut-stone cisterns. Back in 1784 it is written that they were much used both by
the locals and by the Europeans. The hot springs at Akloli are located on the left bank of the
Tansi River. .

The hot water temperature of the individual springs varies from 45°C to 48°C. Ten

hot springs are found here and a concrete tank is located at each hot spring. There are
provisions for hot showers too. The water of the Surya tank is the hottest.
Ganeshpuri -Ganeshpuri is about 2 km away from Vajreshwari and is aiso famous for ils
natural hot springs. Three of the springs are in the bed of the Tansa River, near the temple of
Shri Bhimeshvar and they have reservoirs built round them. One of them is called Gorakh
Machhindar. Two of the hot springs are in natural hollows in the rock. These springs are
usually less crowded than the ones at Vajreshwari.

In Ganeshpuri village just behind the main temple is a small Shiva shrine with tanks
in front that hold the water of some of the hot-water springs. The hot water is 52°C. Agni Kund
is another hot water spring near the village. The quaint little town revolves around the
Nityananda Mandir, built to honour the Saint Nityananda who took Samadhi here, in the
1960s.There are some hot springs that bubble up in circular holes melted out of the black
volcanic rock there. Ganeshpuri was a wilderness then, surrounded by hills. It was believed
that cannibal tribes of jungle folk lived in the region. Nityananda selected a location with
many hot springs around it near the ancient temple of Bhimeshwar Mahadev, and for the next
twenty Sive years, he lived thereand huiltitintoa sniritual centre,

Nimboli- Nimboli is 5§ kims from Ganeshpuri. Near Rakadi Baba's homagund, there is the
ancient Anasuya Mata temple and the hot springs. Rakhadi Baba was a holy man who was
always smeared in ashes from head to toe. In the bed of the Tansa river, near the village of
Nimboli, are six hot springs, two at a distance of about 175 paces, in stone tanks, and the
remaining four springs at a distance of about 200 paces. The watef is moderately hot and of a
sulphurous smell.

Banganga, Nandni Gaygotha- Three miles north of Vajrabai, in the village of Nandni
Gaygotha, is the Banganga spring. All year round this hot spring yields a copious supply of
hot and very clear slightly sulphurous water. '
Unapdev, Dara- Unapdev, at the village of Dara, is 3 klms from Adavad, ncar Chopda town.
The hot spring has a special mention in the ancient 'Ramayana’ for it was created by Rama
during his fourteen years exile. The word 'Un-ap' means hot water. The hot waters collectina
twenty-five feet sanare nond surrounded by 2 red-brick wall, Within the enclosure, c'ose ‘0
the edge of the pond, there is are two small Hindu shrines and a rest-house. Cutside the
enclosure the hot water collects into a cattle trough. Sunapdev and Nijhardev are two other hot
water springs in the same area. They are in the Satpada hills. In the Jalgaon area, hot springs
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have so far been recorded at Unabdev, Sunabdev and Najhardev in Chopda. There is a fourth
one at Vadla in Shirpur.

Anna Bhau Sathe : A Prolific Novelist

Anna Bhau Sathe is the treasure in Marathi Literature who has contributed abundantly. It
is a phenomenal thing about him that he did not have any formal education as the mainstream
established writers had. Even he had no tavorable atmosphere to learn anything but his socio-
economic and political condition gave him a strong inspiration. He became a lighthouse for
many writers who contributed to disclose the discriminative realities of the society. He depicted
a life of dalit and deprived communities as they actually lived and faced hardships. His writings
picture the social realities that had no place in the mainstream literature. This paper will attempt
to explore him as the ‘Prolific Writer’.

He was born on 1" August, 1920 in Vategaon, District Satara, Maharashtra. He was born

‘ in the untouchable dalit ‘Matang’ community that is still deprived of all socio-economic rights.
Sathe’s family was living in the acute poverty which had no source of income without working
somewhere as the labours. They had to live in unhygienic huts. The people of dalit communities
had to face brutalities and discriminations of the upper caste Hidus. His father ‘Bhau’ had an
enough knowledge of agriculture and gardening. Bhau worked in Mumbai but could not stay
there for long time. He used to think of the better future of Anna. But Anna had loved wondering
into jungles, valleys, caves, rivers from his childhood. He did not leave any opportunity to watch
local dramas (Tamasha) in the neighboring villages. Along with these habits, he developed his
interests in folklores, ballads, listeniing adventurous stories, parables and ghost stories. He also
worked in the local drama party with his cousin. This background shaped his literary interests,
which later gave him an identity as the prolific writer.

Anna Bhau Sathe depicted life by disclosing reality. He brought forth the hidden truth
and unrepresented life through his poetry, dramas, short stories and novels. His novels gave him
new identity among the established Marathi writers. He “wrote 35 novels in the Marathi
language. They include Fakira (1959), which is in its 19th edition and received a state

; government award in 1961. There are 15 collections of Sathe’s short stories, of which a large
" number have been translated into many Indian and as many as 27 non-Indian languages. Besides
novels and short stories, he wrote a play. a travelogue on Russia, 12 screenplays, and 10 ballads
in the Marathi powada (ballad) style” (Wikipedia). This large literary contribution is by the

writer who lacked former education.

When Anna Bhau Sathe had began to write novels, the Marathi novelists like N. C.
Phadake, V. S. Khandekar and H. N. Apte influenced the period. The debate and arguments
regarding the function of literature was prevalent. The debate was whether to consider ‘Art for
Art’s Sake' or ‘Art for Life's Sake’ as the function of literature. Sathe considered and
propounded ‘Art for Life’s Sake™ must be the prime function of literature and he wrote
accordingly. His novels are the supreme examples of ‘Art for Life’s Sake’.

His 35 novels have touched several issues of the contemporary society, which are
relevant in the 21 century also. The life depicted in his novels is also seen in today’s society.
The people are living their lives even in the present India as the protagonists and other characters
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of his novels have lived. His novels can be classified into four types by his interpretation of life
and its representation.
1. Adventurous Novels:

Adventure is one of the important features of his novels. He has given much importance to
adventure and endorsed it as significant in human life. He was a singer (Shahir) and he used to
explain various adventurous events through his ballads and songs. He ennobled and praised
adventure in his novels due to his qualities as a singer. His novels like ‘In the Valleys of Varna’
(Varnechya Khoryat)(1951), Fakira (1959), Varnecha Vagh (Tiger of Varna), Mater and
Agnidivya have depicted adventure of the common people.

In ‘In the Valleys of Varna’, he has depicted the tragic life and martyrdom of freedom
fighter Hindurav (Rajaram Pandurang Patil Jawalekar) and his beloved Mangala in the struggle
of 1942 *Quit India Movement’. This novel creates a thrill of the atmosphere of this movement,
mobilization of the youth to participate in it and Mangla's cooperation and support to Hindurao
to Hindurav. Mangala is central character in this novel so later it was published as ‘Mangla’.

Another famous novel ‘Fakira® which brought reputation to Sathe as the writer also has
‘ the description of the adventures of Fakira, the protagonist. It received the Sahitya Academy

Award in 1961 as the best novel. This novel depicts reality of the deprived and depressed
Matang community for centuries. V. S. Khandekar had praised the writing and narration
technique of this novel. The qualities of rebels, self-respect, helping nature to needy people in
any circumstances, adventure in the dalit community have been interpreted in the novel. The
protagonist is a maternal uncle of Sathe who lived in the valleys as the adventurous and rebel.
The dalit communities faced tremendous difficulties due to rain, starvation, drought and
contagious diseases. So. Fakira had looted the treasure of Britishers, barns and warehouses of the
wealthy people of the area and had distributed among dalits. The British police wanted to arrest
him. After frequent attempts by the police, Fakira was arrested and executed to death. Fakira
died by leaving the impressions as the philanthropist who helped the needy community
selflessly.
The rebellious teacher of Deogao has been depicted in his other novel ‘Master’ who had
Jumped into the struggle of freedom fighting. He inspired many people to participate in the
struggle. He had no time to spend with his family. So the difficult days of his family, death of his
wife, his uncertainty of releasing from jail create a very adventurous atmosphere. ‘Varnecha
., Vagh’ has the depiction of the money-lenders, landlords and Britishers who exploited many
innocent people. This is the story of Sattu Bhosale of Kumuj, Sangli District, who rebels against
all kinds of exploitations. This novel is also full of adventures as the title indicates. ‘Agnidivya’
has the depiction of Prataprav Gujar whose valor and powerful struggle make the novel very
adventurous.
2. Novels Depicting Love:

Love is the inevitable theme of the literature. Literature has portrayed love as a noble
feeling along with its grey shades. Various writings have educated the readers with the themes of
love and affection. Anna Bhau Sathe also has picturized love, passions, feelings and affection.
His novels like ‘Alguj’ (1962), ‘Ahankar’, ‘Rupa’, ‘Gulam’, ‘Mayura’, ‘Murty’ and ‘Ranganga’
evolve around the theme of love.

‘Alguj’ is Sathe’s first novel on the theme of love. This is the story ot Rangu and Bapu
Kharvate. Rangu is the daughter of wealthy farmer and landlord Ganu Mohite. Bapu is from the
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poor family who works at Ganu’s hous as a servant. Rangu falls in love with Bapu because he
plays ‘Akluj’ (a medieval musical instrument). They marry after facing many difficulties. This
novel ends with happiness. ‘Ranganga’ is another novel in which main characters are the
children of parents who are enemies of each other. But the love brings parents together and ends
at a happy note.

‘Sanhgarsh’ is the tragic story of love affair of Sulabha and Anand. They love each other
from childhood but Sulabha's father does not like it. He forces her to marry a clerk who later on
dies and she becomes a widow. Later, she works as a Nurse in the military hospital. She meets
her first love Anand who is now in military. She nurses him. They feel that they still love each
other and should get married. His other novels also depict the struggles of protagonists who are
in love with each other. They have to face opposition from the family and society.

3. Novels Depicting Women’s Issues:

The women of all caste, religion have to face discriminations and exploitations in their
families and society. They have to tolerate number of issues meekly but the few of them have
courage to give outlet. Anna Bhau Sathe has depicted the issues faced by women in the families
0 and society through his novels. His novels like ‘Chitra’(1951), ‘Vaijayanta’, ‘Chandan’,
‘Chandan’, ‘Lotus in Mud’, ‘Fulpakhru’ (Butterfly), * Ratna’ and ‘Avadi’ deal with the issues
faced by women.

‘Chitra’ interprets Mumbai around the year 1945-46, its industrialization and impact on the
morality and lust of the people. This novel describes how the women were pushed into the
brothel and forced to be prostitutes by the pimps. The close relatives also used to push women
into brothel due to the greed of money. Chitra is the protagonist who goes through the same fate

[

and misfortunes.

‘Viajayant® describes the struggles and exploitations of women while working in the local
drama parties. This is the first novel on the conditions of women in the local drama stating their
socio-economic conditions. They have to face socio-economic, sexual, mental and physical
tortures. His novel ‘Chandan’ also has the description of a woman who works as maid. Chandan
has to face the cruelty of the society and exploitation from the people around her after the death
of her husband. ‘Ratna’ novel also has the depiction of the exploitations of the women living in
the villages and wives of the soldiers.

4. Novels Depicting Rural life:

. Anna Bhau Sathe’s most of the novels have the rural background. He has interpreted the
rural life in his novels. His-novels ‘Makdachi Maal, ‘Vair’, ‘Kurup’, ‘Pazar’ and ‘Kevdyache
Kanis’ have the rural background.

‘Makdachi Maal" portrays the families of the nomadic tribes. They live their lives
wondering from place to place. Sathe has observed their rights, rituals, traditions, professional
activities minutely. This novel explores the love story of the children of sellers of the monkeys.
They also have to face difficulties in their love. ‘Vair’ is another novel that describes the
feudalism, exploitation of the common people in the villages. A landlord Gopalrav Inamdar has
disputes with the whole village and he tries to take revenge of the people but he realizes his
mistake and one of his aide kills him.

Our first problem with available historical evidence is to determine what is available and how it should be used. The
student who cffectively uses primary sources should know the nature and background of those sources; their physical
characteristics and the problems they present. The student will need to be able to select the documents or papers that best
serve his purpose. In other words, where did the documents come from? Why were they preserved? Are they fragile or too
difficult to read?

In March 2009, the issue of Uranium poisoning in Punjab attracted press coverage. It was
alleged to be caused by ash ponds of thermal power stations, which reportedly lead to severe
birth defects in children in the Faridkot and Bhatindadistricts of Punjab. The news reports
claimed the uranium levels were more than 60 times the maximum safe limit. In 2012, the
Government of India confirmed that the ground water in Malwa belt of Punjab has uranium
metal that is 50% above the trace limits set by the United Nations' World Health Organization.
Scientific studies, based on over 1000 samples from various sampling points, could not trace the
source o fly asn ana any sources irom thermal power plants or inausiry as originally alieged.
The study also revealed that the uranium concentration in ground water of Malwa district is not
60 times the WHO limits, but only 50% above the WHO limit in 3 locations. This highest

concentration found in samples was less than those found naturally in ground waters currently

"There have been persistent tremors in Latur for the past year, but despite requests from residents, the authorities did
nothing to help them build quake-proof houses. Mr. Pawar, who is personally supervising the relief work. puts the number
of homeless at nearly 130,000. In some villages. as many as three quarters of the local people are unaccounted for."2 'As the
geologist called the Maharashtra earthquake is a seismological surprise”, because an earthquake of such magnitude rarely
happens in a non-seismic zone or categorized area as Zone-I'3 After the earthquake occurrence, search and rescue was
conducted by the survivors and with the limited police rescue teams.

Help From Various Sources

This earthquake was overcome just because of the helps from various sources. The Indian army took over the task of

search and rescue operation from the next day onwards. The rescue activities known as operation 'Sahayata' with about
10,000 troops engaged in extricating bodies buried under debris, helped to victims and survivors. The army operation was
coordinated with the civil administration by a special cell set up at the operation room at Pune.4

The Maharastra Government had done a better jobthoueh with limited experience in earthquake disasters. When
carthquake struck at Marathwada region gave a gje sToste administration, It look at Isast ho to four days 10
arrange rescue and relief operation effectively. La WY | streamlined delivery system was organized along
with voluntary agencies. surprisingly with few \s delivery system was taken care of relief supplics
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sent to the affected camps, arranged all villages and camps with supplied clean water in tankers, milk in 500 mi. Sachets was

distributed to familics in every village and also arranged a primary health Unit in all disasters affected area. 5

The Mahafashtra government formulated a system in which a team consisting of an officer from the administration, an
officer from police and head of the local village. They have issued every affected family a ‘family card' and every affected
person an "individual card" to regulate and record the reliefaid distributed to the victims. This to an extent systematized the
relief distribution process.6 The rehabilitation process was initiated by government of Maharashtra throw the district
administration along with 13 other departments, headed by a special commissioner who was responsible for implementing
the rescue, rehabilitation &reconstruction.

"When that devastating earthquake was realized, Mr. Pawar rushed to helicopter and reached Latur early in the
morning. No other chief minister has ever displayed such a shout to this day. All the government machinery started working
immediately, because of this. Mr. Pawar took the guess and ordered it at a very fast pace. So the help camein the streamline.
Overall, they managed to manage all the conditions properly. That is why Marathwada has been able to gurvive early in a big
crisis!" said journalist Dhanajay Lambe who provided coverage of the earthquake. Mr. Pawar makes an appeal to various
agencies to help such awful situation and coordinate all the relief work personally!"7 expound Mr. Lambe, who was
correspondence of Daily Marathwada, Aurangabad at that time.

Earthquake of Gujrat (2001)

The earthquake in Kutch (26 January 2001) measuring 6.9 on the Richter scale, destroyed over 12 lakh housles across
Gujarat, but the worst hit was Bhuj, 60 km from the cpicentre at Bhachau. Over 38,000 homes collapsed in the city, killing 2,370
people. -

The relief Commissioner of Bhuj has established a NGO Coordination Centre and sub centers. More than 300NGO's
involved in relief operations. Earthquakes one of the effect was the ascension of Narendra Modi as a Chief Minister in
October 2001, because C.M. Keshubhai Patel was seen tohave mishandled post quake situation in the Gujarat. Mr. Narendra
Modi work during Bhuj earthquake set a precedent for rehabilitation because it war done in record time. The rehabilitation of
Kutch is considered among Mr. Modi's biggest administrative successes.8

“Experiences of earthquake coverage in 2001 werea question mark on the overall disaster managem ent system of the
country. After massive earthquake in the country, the condition of disaster management is so pathetic. Actually. the number
of victims in Bhuj was around 10 thousand; the actual figures were much more. Rescue work began in Gujarat very fast. But
the comfort code was not as it was!"9 Sais Mr. Rahul Ranalkar; special correspondence of Daily Lokmat, Jalgaon - who
rushed in first instant after quake.

‘Several villages in Kutch were submerged in the earthquake. The earthquake victims were started at the time of several
anti-land operations. The villages which wanted help. in the villages, were involved in the name of theirs. They wanted to
take advantage of the destruction of all records of Gram Panchayats.'10

Mr. Ranalkar explained the situation as follows - "The organizations did not understand exactly what they should do.
In the villages where there is already reached the blanket. the blanket was again being transported there. Therefore. this was
a very low budget planning. These questions could not have been raised if the people rescued after the earthquake were
planning a survey on the war-field. The number of self-helpers was increasing, but no concrete planning was found to where
to get their help.” 11 After Mr. Modi tacking charge as Chief Minister. the situation become under control in short period.

Considerable measures to tackle Disaster effectively

Need for preparedness and, in the event of another tragedy elsewhere, the need to share skills. "Kutch shows that
perhaps each State should havea parallel district administration which can be assembled at short notice in case of disasters.
It would obviate the need to involve Army and paramilitary personnel. Skilled international teams arrived for rescue and in
one instance, when the Swiss team landed at Ahmedabad airport, with sniffer dogs, after a 10-hour pre-departure drill back
home and 10 hours of flight, they were asked to 'freshen up' and have a meal when to cope with rigors, they sustain
themselves on mere fluids till the job is done. A team was dispatched from Ahmedabad to Bachchau by bus when every
moment counts, especially when 36 hours had already elapsed since the quake.” 12 This showed a remarkable lack of
appreciation that time is of the essence.

Coming to relief, had Maharashtra shared its experience from the word go, assistance would have reached people more
methodically and with a purpose. Latur showed that Indians can rise to the occasion in sending relief material, but it is
important that it reaches the right people in the right proportion. In Gujarat, as in Latur, relief poured in spontancously.
indiscriminately and haphazardly into Kutch, and when misdirected, lent itself to wastage or misuse. Everything went to
Bhuj and not the surrounding areas. 13 :

Disasters need commensurate responses !

No State except Maharashtra has a disaster management plan, the success of which has been like the curate's egg, a lot
of work has to be done before a plan is evolved. Preparedness is of two kinds. One is of the mindset, where the sensitivity
of the implications of the disaster numbs the best- trained minds. The other involves the official machinery, which the Prime
Minister, Mr. A.B. Vajpayee, who heads this committee, admits is 'not equipped as required'. He was apparently talking about
lhlt‘: approach as well as the tools, and Gujarat slipped badly here as did other States coping with disasters one time or the
other. ¥
