Recommendations for the Conference from the participants:

Public health issues are increasing day by day. The researcher and scholars expressed their
concern about this rampant increase. Government of India aims to achieve the sustainable
development goal by 2030. The ministry of health and family welfare along with the state
governments is taking initiatives to address the public health issues.

The change in Revised National Tuberculosis Control Program, National Oral Health Program,
National Health Mission, Swachha Bharat Abhiyan are some of the examples of the commitment
O of the government.

Public health program can achieve the desired success only if the public health administration
which is responsible for the effective implementation of the program is strong enough.

Hence the conference recommends that:

1. For the effective implementation of the public health program (National Health
Programs) Public Health administration needs to be strengthened at various level.

2. At present the service providers like multipurpose health worker ( MPW, Female), ANM,
Asha are doing these activities. They are already overburdened with the RMCHA+, and
other national programs service delivery along with special campaigns. Hence it hamper
the Prevention education component of the Public Health. The Public health issues can be
effectively controlled by ensuring the strong Social Behavioural change communication
activities, as per the IPHS guidelines, a cadre of Health Promotion educators needs to be
developed from primary health care level to district. This will enable to the MPW (F) to

o provide quality health care services and the separate cadre of the Health Promotion
Educators can implement the Prevention Education Program on large scale in the
community.

3. Health is state subject, so every state has different kind of Public Health Administration
Set up. There is need of Uniform Administrative set up. E.g in Maharashtra, The Civil
Hospitals, Rural Hospitals, National Vector Borne Disease Control Program, and
NationalLeprosyProgram are under state government whereas the primary health care in
villages is under the Zilla Parishad which is working under Gramin Vikas Mantralaya,
according to the Panchayati Raj Act. Due to this the health workers and personnel
working under the Zilla Parishad are not considered as State Government Employees
though they are working in health sector. This results in there growth as they don’t get
any promotions thus demoralise them.

4. The National Health Mission has emphasised employing contract employees. Resulting
into a parallel system within the health department. Which is creating conflict amongst
